Each year, nearly 80,000 people die from vaccine-preventable flu and pneumonia in the U.S. despite the availability of effective vaccines. Some 50-80% of these deaths – most of which occur in persons over 65 years of age – could be prevented with timely and widespread vaccination. There is now a vaccine for RSV which can further reduce risk of pneumonia, and COVID-19 continues to be the leading cause of respiratory viral-related hospitalization and death.

We strongly encourage you to get immunized unless there is a medical reason that prevents you from being able to. With your approval, we will make arrangements to provide these immunizations.

You can protect your loved ones by making sure that you are immunized each year. Vaccines are recommended for all ages based on each individual’s health conditions and age. Talk to your doctor to make sure that you are up to date on all immunizations.

Ask your employer, health plan, family doctor or pharmacist about getting vaccinated. It’s the right thing to do!
